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Mas de Daumas Gassac
Of all the wine-making estates in the South of France, none has been more influential than the 

iconic Mas de Daumas Gassac. Since the first vintage in 1978, Daumas Gassac has redefined the 

boundaries of what can be achieved when making wine in the Languedoc, while becoming a 

standard bearer for the Vins de Pays movement. t The story began in 1970, when Aimé Guibert 

and his wife fell in love with an abandoned farmhouse in the Hérault valley. He ran a successful 

leather goods manufacturing business in the town of Millau, while she was a lecturer at Montpellier 

University. The couple needed a home that was located between the two. It wasn’t long before 

Professor Henri Enjalbert (a close family friend) visited the estate. As a renowned expert in the field 

of wine geology, Enjalbert was amazed to see the quality of terroir that Guibert had stumbled across 

and he advised him to plant vines and turn the estate into the Grand Cru du Languedoc. t With the 

world-famous oenologist Émile Peynaud on board, Guibert began to plant his favourite vine varieties 

at the estate, focusing on Cabernet Sauvignon. Unfortunately, this “alien” grape variety was illegal in 

the Languedoc and therefore the wines had to be labelled as plain old vin de table initially, becoming 

vin de pays once the legislation had been passed. t Today, Daumas Gassac is recognised as a trailblazer 

for their defiance of French wine law and their example has been an inspiration for hundreds of 

vignerons. They continue to produce wines of the finest quality that combine generosity in their 

youth with the ability to age superbly.

This beautiful 14-hectare domaine (located just to the north of Béziers) is at the forefront of the surge 

in quality that has been seen in the Languedoc over recent years. Old vines, low yields, hand picking 

and organic viticulture are the order of the day here and the results are rich, silky smooth wines with 

fantastic goût de terroir. t Owner and wine-maker Lidewij van Wilgen worked in advertising back 

in her native Holland, before deciding to move to France and pursue her dream of being a wine-

maker. After graduating from the viticultural college in Montpellier she has spent the last seven years 

honing her craft and is now considered to be one of the region’s most exciting vigneronnes. t Mas 

des Dames translates as “Estate of the ladies” as, for three generations before Lidewij arrived, only 

daughters had been born into the family that owned the estate. Now Lidewij lives there – with her 

three daughters. The range of wines includes an elegant white made from 100% Grenache Blanc 

and a sumptuous rosé that is fresh and crisp, yet with the presence and body to work wonderfully 

with food. However, it is the estate’s red wines that have established Lidewij’s reputation thanks to 

their combination of classic Languedoc character, generous fruit and luxurious texture. In addition 

to great reviews in the Wine Spectator, Mas des Dames was recently named as the “Number 1 New 

and Upcoming Domaine” in Tom Stevenson’s Wine Report (2009).

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Mas Coutelou
Mas Coutelou was one of the earliest estates in France to be officially certified as organic (back 

in 1987) and nowadays Jean-François Coutelou is renowned as one of the foremost producers of 

“Natural Wines” in the Languedoc-Roussillon. He is a passionate man who believes strongly in 

the biodynamic principles that he adheres to and hasn’t let a single synthetic product or treatment 

near his 10 hectares of vines in over 24 years. Sulphur is kept to an absolute minimum in the 

winery, with some used for certain cuvées at bottling but many of his wines made entirely sans souffre 

(without sulphur). It goes without saying that only indigenous yeasts and no enzymes are used, 

with vinification traditional and non-interventionist. Each vintage taken on its own merits in terms 

of the length of macerations or the amount of pumping over that is done and everything is gravity 

fed to avoid working the wines too hard. t Respect for the individuality of every vintage doesn’t 

just end with the vinification employed. Jean-François only makes the wines that suit a specific 

vintage, so if that means introducing a new cuvée in one year or skipping vintages of an existing 

wine because the conditions don’t suit, then so be it. This is a domaine that works in harmony with 

nature, making wines that demonstrate stunning elegance and complexity yet are so drinkable that 

they are intended to be shared and enjoyed with friends.

Château de Corneilla
Château de Corneilla is home to the Jonquères d’Oriola family, who have been producing some of 

the Roussillon’s best wines since 1485. Philippe and his son William represent the 26th and 27th 

generations of wine-makers at this beautiful 17th century fortress in the heart of the Rivesaltes 

appellation, where they produce fantastic table wines in addition to the traditional Vin Doux Naturel 

that the region is famous for. t The spectacular terrain in this part of France is a key component of 

the terroir at Château de Corneilla, which is nestled in the foothills of the Pyrenees but just 6km from 

the rugged coast-line of the Mediterranean. The hot days and cool nights give beautifully ripe fruit 

that is picked late at night and early in the morning to maintain its freshness, while the stoney-clay 

soils (known as Terrasses Quaternaires) imbue the wines with silky tannins and bright minerality.

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Château Minuty
Château Minuty is one of Provence’s most revered estates and produces a quintessential example of 

Provençal rosé. t La Berle is the name of famed chef Michel Roux’s summer retreat, which is next 

door to Minuty and just ten minutes from St Tropez. The team at Minuty look after Michel’s vines 

and vinify the fruit with their own at the Château, labelling his share of the wine, Cuvée La Berle. 

The result is an identical wine to the Château Minuty cuvée, in the same distinctive bottle and with 

the lip-smacking minerality and cool berry fruit that has made Minuty such a sought-after wine. t 

Owners the Matton family are well known in Provençal wine circles, not just for their stewardship 

of Château Minuty, but also thanks to Etienne Matton being the president of the Crus Classés de 

Provence for many years. Today Etienne’s sons Jean-Etienne and François are managing the domaine, 

with both men working on the vinification together. t The blend of Grenache (50%), Cinsault 

(25%) and Tibouren (25%) is macerated for only three or four hours before a gentle pressing and 

temperature controlled cool fermentation in stainless steel tanks. Malolactic fermentation is avoided 

in order to ensure that the wine retains its hallmark freshness and vivacity.

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Castello di Querceto
Castello di Querceto is a beautiful estate just outside Greve in Chianti, right in the middle of the 

Classico zone. It is a large 190-hectare property, of which 60 hectares are under vine. Vineyards are 

planted in high-altitude schist soils and average 30 years of age. t Castello di Querceto has been a 

family-run business for the past 100 years and the current owner, Alessandro François, has overseen 

a significant rise in quality over the last decade resulting in a great deal of critical acclaim. According 

to Italy’s prestigious Gambero Rosso Guide, “Castello di Querceto remains among the most impressive of 

operations, with its entire line of wines riding high.“ t Querceto is one of the highest estates in the Chianti 

Classico zone and they are renowned for the freshness and elegance of their wines. The Chianti 

Classico is a perfect example of this, combining the crisp dark fruit and balanced acidity that one 

would expect from vineyards located at over 400m, with all the smoke, leather and gamey notes of 

great Chianti. t The IGT Sangiovese I Colombi could actually qualify as a Chianti Classico as all the 

fruit is from vineyards within the zone. Alessandro prefers to declassify the fruit into this IGT as it 

comes from the youngest vines on the estate. t The Riserva is a benchmark for Chianti Classico. It is 

a blend of 95% Sangiovese and 5% Canaiolo. No international varieties are allowed in the blend in 

order to maintain the typicity of this Chianti.

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Terra de Verema
Terra de Verema is a relatively new producer in Priorat, and one of the latest exciting additions to our 

portfolio. Five very old-vine parcels (totalling 8.3 hectares) were purchased in 2005 in the district 

of La Vilella Baixa. Cultivated organically under the care of oenologists, Ramon Farré and Ester Nin 

(Clos Erasmus), with the intention of becoming fully biodynamic in the near future, the two main 

varieties grown are Carignan and Grenache, with a small amount of Syrah. t Grapes are grown on 

steep brown slate terraced vineyards typical of Priorat, at altitudes ranging from 350 to 500 metres. 

Yields are incredibly low, averaging 14hl/ha. The naturally low yields combined with Priorat’s terroir 

give wines of great intensity, depth and an unmistakable minerality rarely matched anywhere else in 

the world. t The output at Terra de Verema is minuscule; only 1,500 cases are produced in a typical 

year with production increasing to a maximum of 4,000 cases in the years to come. Triumvirat is one 

of the two cuvées produced from a blend of 56% Carignan, 33% Grenache and 11% Syrah. With an 

average vine age of 25 years, the use of oak is limited to 12 months in 225-litre and 300-litre second-

fill barrels. This is the (relatively) lighter and more approachable of the wines and is delightful in its 

youth. 1,250 cases are produced each year. t Corelium is the prestige cuvée, made from a 70 year-old 

vine plot, with a much higher proportion of Carignan (90%) and a dollop of Grenache. Élevage is 

carried out for 16 months in 300-litre barrels, 90% of which are new every year. Truly outstanding 

stuff and only 250 cases made! t In its relatively young history Terra de Verema has already attracted 

huge attention and been praised by Spanish and international wine critics alike. It was founded in 

2005 with the aim of producing one of the best wines in Priorat. In the past few months we have 

tasted several wines in the region and benchmarked it with the most famous producers. We think 

Terra de Verema is already up there with the best!

Marquès de Reinosa
Bodegas Marqués de Reinosa was founded in 1956 and takes its name from the Marqués de Reinosa, 

a key figure in the development of Rioja wine over a century ago. An ultra-modern winery in Autol, 

Rioja Baja was built in 2000. t Viñestral is a superb value for money range of wines. The Crianza 

is made from 100% Tempranillo and matures in a mixture of French and American oak. Medium 

bodied and fragrant, with bright cherry-like fruit, it is produced in a relatively traditional way, with 

an emphasis on elegance over extraction. t Viñestral Blanco is made from the bodega’s best old-vine 

Viura, which delivers intense white fruit flavours with hints of flowers and fine herbs. A carefully 

timed period of maceration, followed by strict temperature-controlled fermentation, ensures the 

primary characteristics of the Viura grapes are retained.

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Bergström Winery
One of the finest sources of Pinot Noir, not just in the United States, but in the world, Bergström 

Winery has consolidated its enviable reputation with a set of superb 2008s and 2009s. t The story 

began in 1999, when Josh and Caroline returned to the Willamette Valley, where his parents had 

been sowing and ploughing under rich green cover crops to revitalize the soil and prepare the land 

for vines. During his first year back from France, Josh planted vines and purchased grapes from 

other vineyards to make the first vintage of Bergström wine. He sourced fruit from other vineyards 

until 2001, when he produced his first wines using grapes from his family’s vineyards. t The estate 

has more then 36 acres under vine, all of which are Demeter Organic certified. Additionally, since 

2000, the farming has been biodynamic and the results, according to Josh Bergström, have been very 

impressive with an extra degree of vitality and freshness visible in the wines. t The amount of effort 

that Josh invests in the vineyard is one of the key reasons the wines are so impressive. Ten months 

of the year he is out on his tractor, all day, managing the vineyards. His approach is painstaking, 

meticulous and has been an inspiration to many young wine-makers in the region.

Viñalba is an exciting new range of wines which showcases the depth and elegance Argentina can 

offer. Launched in 2008, it has already won 24 awards, including trophies at the IWC and Decanter 

awards. t The wines are made by Hervé J. Fabre, who was born in Bordeaux and was one of the 

first foreigners to recognise the potential of Argentina. In 1992 he built the first winery in the Vistalba 

region of Lujan de Cuyo, Mendoza. At the time, Malbec was viewed as little more than a blending 

partner, but Hervé saw its potential and bought a number of 100 year-old Malbec vineyards; and 

he was the first person to make a single-varietal Malbec wine in Argentina. t Hervé believes that 

Argentine Malbec is now ready for the next stage in its evolution, and has identified a number of 

different terroirs in Lujan de Cuyo and Valle de Uco which offer perfect growing conditions for 

Malbec. Viñalba offers a range of beautifully expressive wines which combine purity of fruit and 

clear varietal expression with the elegance and complexity that is the hallmark of Hervé’s classical 

background.

Bodega Lurton
The Lurton family was one of the first foreign companies to invest in Argentina. Recognising the 

potential of this country to produce world-class wines they purchased 200 hectares in the Uco Valley 

in Mendoza. In 1996, as a result of a major investment, a modern winery was built. The estate lies 

high up at an altitude of 1,100m, literally at the foot of the Andes. With a terroir of sand, granite 

schist, alluvial deposits and large rounded pudding stones these are suitably poor and well draining 

for qualitative vine growing. The resulting wines are blessed with abundant fruit and a fine sense of 

balance. t Among the range of classic Argentinian wines, we would like to highlight the unusual 

Corte Friulano Blanco, which is a delicious blend of Sauvignon Vert, Pinot Gris, Chardonnay and 

Torrentes, partially aged in oak to produce a textured wine reminiscent of the great wines of Friuli 

in Italy.

Clark Estate
Peter and Jane Clark established the vineyard from scratch in 1998 and initially planted eight hectares 

of Sauvignon Blanc next to the Awatere River where it is joined by Black Birch Stream. For several 

years they sold the grapes to major producers in the area. In 2003 Peter and Jane’s son, Simon, 

joined the family business after completing his BVO at Lincoln and working vintages at Yalumba in 

Australia, Dr Loosen in Germany and Grove Mill in New Zealand. In 2006 they took the next step up 

the value chain and bottled just 600 cases of Sauvignon Blanc. The wines were so well received that 

by the 2008 vintage the Clarkes bottled the entire crop under their own label. t The Awatere Valley 

is dry and sunny and a little cooler than the neighbouring Wairau Valley, therefore the growing 

season is prolonged by a couple of weeks. The Awatere Valley is also famous for a northwesterly wind 

which severely dries the soil through the summer. However this has the positive effect of controlling 

yields naturally. Awatere Valley wines are somewhat drier in style than those from the Wairau 

Valley. t The family endeavour to manage the vineyard so it is sustainable both environmentally 

and economically. By operating within the guidelines of the Sustainable Winegrowing New Zealand 

scheme they have had the vineyard accredited since 2004. And by operating as a family business 

they carry out most of the work themselves, ensuring that external costs are kept to a minimum.

Taylor’s
Taylor’s is now over 300 years old. It remains a family firm, completely independent, owned still 

by relations of the original partners. On the Atlantic coast at Oporto are the ancient lodges where 

Taylor’s ports slowly reach their maturity. High up in the Douro Valley is Taylor’s Quinta de Vargellas, 

one of the world’s truly great vineyards. t The finest Port is produced from grapes grown on the 

steep and rocky slopes of the Upper Douro and its tributaries. In the 17th Century British traders, 

cut off from their supplies of Bordeaux by frequent wars with France, took a liking to the full-

flavoured, robust wines of Portugal. But these wines did not travel well, so the traders added brandy 

to fortify them against the rigours of their Atlantic sea voyage. Before long pure grape spirit was 

added during fermentation and Port, as we drink it today, was created. t Taylor’s is accepted by 

most wine connoisseurs to be the greatest of all port shippers, particularly famous for its sublime and 

long-lived Vintage ports, and for old, distinguished Tawny ports. But Taylor’s is also an innovative 

house, pioneering the successful Late Bottled Vintage style which has been copied by almost every 

other shipper, and was also the first to commercially launch a modern single-quinta Vintage Port. 

Now in its fourth century, the company is still thriving, with wine quality remaining the firm’s only 

consideration.
